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On August 4, 2008, the Mexican DGAF (Motor Carrier General Directorate) 
and the FMCSA announced the renewal of the Project for an additional 
two years. All permits already granted by the DGAF, as a consequence, 
will be extended and considered valid until August 31st, 2010.
According to the FMCSA, US-domiciled motor carriers declined to 
participate in the Project because of the high costs associated with 
maintaining a legal representative in Mexico for the limited duration of the 
Project along with their belief that more than two years were necessary 
to develop a sustainable business relationship with Mexican shippers. 
The extension of the Project will allow the FMCSA to collect and analyze 
a more significant volume of safety and operational information, which in 
turn will provide stronger foundations for future permanent approval and 
incentives for prospective motor carriers in both sides of the border.
Our firm obtained one of the first cross-border permits under the Project.
